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BUILDING PERMITS
The following applies to on-campus housing that is owned by faculty or staff.

Owners planning alterations or renovations that affect the occupancy, exiting, exterior envelopes, mechanical, electrical, plumbing, gas, or life safety systems shall first submit two sets of construction documents describing the proposed work.  One set of approved documents shall be returned to the applicant along with a building permit after payment of the appropriate fees.
The following work shall be exempt from permit requirements.

1.  Painting, papering, tiling, carpeting, cabinets, counter tops, shelving and similar finish work.

2. Minor mechanical, electrical, gas, and plumbing repairs including replacement of parts or fixtures.  (Note:  relocation or replacement of a water heater or furnace requires a permit.)
Construction documents (drawings or other materials) describing the proposed work shall be submitted to the faculty housing coordinator who will arrange for issuance of a permit.  The contractor performing the work shall be responsible for arranging inspections with the office of the campus building official.  Questions about permits or exemptions will be directed to the faculty housing coordinator.  Permit and inspection fees are set using the County of Santa Barbara building department published rates.
